We do not have a method or process in place that indicates on a document, when printed directly from the online code, that the document is official (authenticated). We are looking into solutions to improve the print capabilities of our online code and we would also be interested in hearing about authentication methods. I attended Jeff’s presentation at the 2008 Winter Conference regarding the authentication process that Delaware uses and thought that it worked rather well.

I began authenticating regulations in May 2008.  We use a product that is associated with Adobe. There is a seal that is placed at the top of the document that indicates the status of the certificate.
